Step by step for using the database (2005):

· If you cannot see Server Explorer, select it through View/Server Explorer.

· Right click on Data Connections and select Add Connection.

· The default for the Data Source in the Add Connection form is Microsoft Access Database File (OLE BD)

· Browse and find where your database is.

· Be sure to test the connection and make sure it is working before you leave this form. Once you know the connection is successful, click OK.

· You will now see the connect listed under Data Connections in the Server Explorer.

· Note that the tables etc are listed under the data source.

· Now go to Data up on the menu and select Show Data Source.

· Data Sources will show up and it says Add New Data Source.  Click on it.

· This gets you the Data Source Configuration Wizard – Database is highlighted and that is what you want.

· Click next and it will show you the data connection to the database.  

· Next, I got a message that says “the connection I selected uses a local data file that is not in the current project. Would you like to copy the file to the project and modify the connection?” I said Yes.

· I then got a Save the Connection String to the Application Configuration File. It said it was saving the connection as donorConnectionString. Again, I clicked on Next.

· It now asks me to choose database objects and gives me the tables and views associated with the database. I clicked on the plus beside Tables and put a check mark beside Donor2000. Note that at the bottom of the screen you see the DataSet name as donorDataSet. I now click on Finish.

· Under Data Sources I now see donorDataSet and beneath it I see Donor2000.

· I now went to my form and added two labels saying idno and name and two text boxes to contain the idno and name.

· I then dragged Didno from the Data Sources to the text box for the idno and I dragged Dname from Data Sources to the text box for the name.

· If you go to the properties for txtIdno and click on DataBindings you will see that the text box contains Donor2000BindingSource – DIdno and DName is bound to the text name field.

· You should also note that below the Form you now have three icons: DonorDataSet, Donor2000BindingSource and Donor2000TableAdapter.

· Also note that you now have a Sub Form1_Load that contains the following: Me.Donor2000TableAdapter.Fill(Me.DonorDataSet.Donor2000)

· If I stop now and run, I will see the form with information from the first record on the form.

· Now I want to be able to move through the records so I go in and establish a Currency Manager. The code is shown below:

        currMang.Position = currMang.Count - 1
